The Down Walk

This short walk encompasses many of the features that
make this part of Kent so important for wildlife. From
the River Great Stour at Chilham Mill it climbs up to one
of the most important pieces of chalk grassland in the
area; then on into Down Wood, which is a fine example
of Kentish woodland. The trail returns to the railway
station via the Kent Wildlife Trust's reserve at Broadham
Down.
